This book is an easy read and it's divided into small sections that can be read and
left until next time. Each of the illustrations is well annotated and they provide the texture to the
historical info that’s given in the prose. | think this is a clever, well-crafted little gem that should be

on the bookshelf of anyone who’s ever wondered, "So what is all this Santa stuff about anyway?"

It's a very interesting read. Not long on text, the book consists mostly of reproductions from
Victorian postcards that give a snapshot of various periods in the history of Christmas. Due to the
nature of postcard printing (and the author’s collection), the focus is primarily that of northern
Europe and America; there’s little of the Southern European "Nativity" tradition represented here,
but it’s still a fascinating look into the collective psyche of a holiday.My only quibble is the book’s
relatively small dimensions (about 8" by 8" square); it would have benefited from a much larger

scale to be a proper coffee table book.
