Ever a mysterious man, even to those closest to him, Mayte simply sheds some

light on the unique view she had of him, first as his "student", then as an employee, then as a wife,

and then, as someone who understandably had issues with him but still loved him from afar despite

tremendous loss and heartache.Highly recommended for every Prince fan who wants a brief

glimpse into the man behind the Icon.
