much emphasis on spying, though that didn’t diminish the book’s appeal. We were briefly introduced



to Leorah in the first book, A SPY’S DEVOTION, as the sister of that book’s hero, Nicholas
Langdon. Readers of that book will be pleased that Nicholas and Julia are featured in this one, as
well as Felicity Mayson, a good friend of Leorah and Julia.
